In commemoration of our beloved Queen’s coronation, we celebrated our first Lili’uokalani Festival on our church grounds on Saturday, February 3, 2018.

People from near and far visited our historic Haleiwa town and joined us for a fun filled day.  There were 
Hawaiian cultural practitioners who demonstrated and showcased their skills and knowledge in areas of lauhala weaving, kapa making, haku lei making, and lomi lomi demonstration.  There were also informational booths from the Office of Hawaiian Affairs, Queen Lili’uokalani Children’s Center, Waimea Valley, and many more.  We would like thank the ‘ohana of the late George Fujinaga for allowing us to display his famous poi pounder collection and also the ‘ohana of the late Lewis Hubbard for displaying his canoe paddle collection.
Mahalo nui loa to our musical guests, Starr Kalahiki, Ekolu Makou, and special guest, Amy Hanaialii Gilliom as well as hula halau groups.
There were a variety of local vendors for all ages, including storytelling and a scavenger hunt for the children.  We had walking tours allowing people to explore the history of our church.  We also sold  our famous Hawaiian plate.

Our Beloved Queen Lili’uokalani
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Princess Lydia Liliʻu Loloku Walania Kamakaʻeha was born on September 2, 1838, daughter of High Chiefess Keohokālole and High Chief Caesar Kapa’akea.  She was the hanai daughter of Abner Paki and Laura Konia, parents of Princess Bernice Pauahi Bishop.  King David La’amea Kamananakapu Mahinulani Naloiaehuokalani Lumialani Kalakaua, her brother, named her Princess Lili’uokalani as his heir apparent after the death of their younger brother, Prince William Pitt Leleiohoku
. 

On September 16, 1862, Princess Lili’uokalani married John Owen Dominis, but he died seven months after she became queen.

On January 29, 1891, our beloved Princess Lili’uokalani was crowned Queen after the death of her brother, King David Kalakaua.  She was our first queen and our last reigning monarch of the Kingdom of Hawaii.


She was a brilliant composer of many famous songs:

· He Mele Lahui Hawaii, (composed in November 1866, Hawaii’s first Hawaiian National Anthem to replace the British anthem) 
· Aloha ‘Oe (Farewell to Thee) (composed in 1878)

· Queen’s Jubilee (composed on 20 Jun 1887 at the Alexandra Hotel in London while enroute to the Queen Victoria’s Jubilee with Queen Kapiolani)
 

· Ke Aloha O Ka Haku (Queen’s Prayer)  (composed on March 22, 1895 while she was under house arrest in the Iolani Palace)
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The Queen was overthrown on January 17, 1893.  

On January 24, 1895, Liliuokalani abdicated the Hawaiian throne, officially ending the deposed monarchy.
Queen Lili’uokalani passed away on November 11, 1917.  She was entombed at Mauna Ala (Royal Mausoleum)  in Nuuanu, Hawaii.

Shrove Tuesday (February 13, 2018) 
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Tuesday night Pancake dinner

February 13, at 6:30pm

Shrove Tuesday gets its name from the ritual of shriving, when the faithful confessed their sins to the local priest and received forgiveness before the Lenten season began.

Pancakes,  and in Hawaii, malasadas  were tradionally eaten on the day before Ash Wednesday because it was a way to use up eggs, milk, fat and sugar before the fasting season of the 40 days of Lent.
Many people “give up something” during Lent as a way to prepare for Easter!
Instead of “giving up” how about we “give” of our time, talent and gifts to this our Ekalesia o Lili`uokalani! There’s always something to do in and around our sanctuary, Emerson Hall and grounds. Cleaning, watering, raking, trimming, minor repairs, etc… 
You name it let’s do it!!!

Come as we prepare ourselves for this Season of Lent, not only eating plainer food, but giving of ourselves and to shrive – to gain absolution of sins by confession and repentence as it is a privilege to walk with Christ to the cross, appreciating that salvation comes by faith.

Ash Wednesday and the Beginning of Lent
The Opportunity of Lent

How many of us want to mature as Christians? How often have you mused about spiritual growth that really makes a difference? If you are a typical Christian, this describes you! And yet, so many of us get stagnant in our walk with Christ. Our aspirations, more often than not, remains a wistful wish, something we put off until another day that never comes. Or, we start off with the best of intentions, but our spiritual energy slowly peters out, kind of like how many of us start the New Year with a resolution that disappears by the second month.

Lent offers us a chance for a new beginning. Ash Wednesday, February 14, marks the beginning of the Lenten journey.  But before we begin that journey, we symbolize the “putting off of the old” with a party! We call it Shrove Tuesday, a time to “clean house,” figuratively. It’s sort of like New Year’s Eve. Christians have long done so with a gathering of all the fat in the cupboard and using it to make pancakes (every culture has their version of pancakes). 

These two important dates, Shrove Tuesday and Ash Wednesday, will be observed at Liliuokalani Protestant Church. At 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, Feb. 13, we will have a pancake supper followed by a short service. The following evening at 7:00 p.m. we will have a service of the imposition of ashes.

As your kahu, I strongly encourage you to participate in these two services as a sign to yourself and others of your serious commitment to grow in your spiritual maturity. Pray for God’s guidance to show you the areas in your life in which you need to grow. May God bless you and us on our Lenten journey.
